International Students

If you are not a U.S. Citizen, Permanent Resident, or refugee, you will be considered an international
student, and your graduate application will be processed by both the School of Education and the
Office of International Affairs. You will be required to fulfill the admission requirements for both
offices.

IU Indianapolis requires international students to demonstrate English Proficiency. The
demonstration of English proficiency must be included with your graduate application.
